Grow Deep Conversation Questions: Use these questions to help you process the message in your personal time of study or
with your group.

e Pray - open your time together in prayer

> Introduction (12 minutes)

e |ce-Breaker: Share about a time you had to sacrifice something to get something you wanted.
e Digging Deeper: Have you or anyone you known experienced Jesus in a new way at Eastern Hills in the last three years?

2> Observation |Read Romans 8:18-25 (12 minutes)

e What are your initial reactions to this passage? What do you find challenging? Are you encouraged by any of these verses? Why?

2> Key Principle | God's future is worth the wait. (12 minutes)

e Have you ever thought about how the life you're living now impacts people in the future? How would you live differently if you were
aware of your impact in the future?

2> Free Future | Reference Romans 8:18-21 (12 minutes)
e How does the freedom we have and the freedom that's waiting for us change the way we should live and love others?

2 Spiritual Downpayment | Reference Romans 8:22-23 (12 minutes)

e Have you ever benefited from a decision or action someone made in the past? Have you ever seen something you've done affect
someone else’s faith?

» Patient Hope | Reference Romans 8:24-25 (12 minutes)
e What have you been putting your hope in during this season? What would it take to shift your hope to God's plan and trust Him with the
future?
> Next Steps and Prayer | (15 minutes)

e Where might God be calling you to sacrifice or endure suffering for a greater payoff? What will it take for you to trust the unknown and
actually do it?

e Close by praying for each other, especially for one another’s hope to be set on Jesus and what he might be doing through us.
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
